Berlin, den 30. Oktober 2015

Sehr geehrte Staats- und Regierungschefs, sehr geehrte Parlamentarier/innen,

die Klimakonferenz der Vereinten Nationen (COP 21) in Paris steht kurz bevor — und wir bitten Sie
hiermit eindringlich, konsequente Schritte fiir den Klimaschutz zu gehen. Dies bedeutet nicht nur,
Ziele zur Minderung der Emissionen festzulegen, sondern auch, sich klar zur wissenschaftlich
belegten Notwendigkeit, fossile Brennstoffe im Untergrund zu belassen, zu positionieren.

Insbesondere appellieren wir an Sie, das hydraulische Aufbrechen von Gesteinsschichten (hydraulic
fracturing, Fracking) ebenso wie den Einsatz von S#urestimulation bei der Ol- und
Erdgasproduktion abzulehnen. Setzen Sie sich stattdessen fiir MaBnahmen ein, die eine
entschlossene und schnelle Wende in der Energieversorgung hin zu 100 Prozent Erneuerbaren
Energien ermdglichen. Dies ist notwendig, um die Erderwérmung zu begrenzen und das Klima zu
stabilisieren.

Im Dezember 2014 stellte der New Yorker Gouverneur Cuomo einen Bericht iiber die
Auswirkungen von Fracking auf die Gesundheit vor und beschloss darauthin, diese Rohstoft-
Forderpraxis in seinem Bundesstaat zu verbieten. Mit diesem Schritt folgte er dem Beispiel von
Liandern wie Frankreich und Bulgarien, die Fracking ebenfalls verboten haben. Eine solche
Vorsichtsmafinahme ist die Antwort auf die zunehmenden wissenschaftlichen Belege fiir die
negativen Auswirkungen von Fracking, zu denen Luft- und Wasserverschmutzung ebenso gehdren
wie Erdbeben und negative Auswirkungen auf die Gesundheit, ganz zu schweigen von den
massiven Beeintrachtigungen, die z. B. der Abbau von Sand fiir die Fracking-Vorginge, Pipelines
und andere dazugehorige Infrastruktur auf Kommunen und Umwelt haben.

Hinsichtlich der schidlichen Einfliisse auf das Klima ist es zwar richtig, dass das Verbrennen von
Erdgas weniger Kohlendioxid freisetzt als das Verbrennen von Kohle oder Ol. Deshalb wird Gas,
das durch Fracking gewonnen wird, als klimafreundlich angepriesen und Fracking als
,Briickentechnologie fiir die Energiewende* propagiert. Leider ist es in Wahrheit aber so, dass
gefracktes Gas eine Briicke in Richtung irreversibler Schiaden durch den Klimawandel ist. Hier die
drei grundlegenden Argumente dafiir:

Erstens, und vor allem, verdrangt die stirkere Nutzung von Erdgas im Stromsektor nicht nur andere
fossile Brennstoffe, es verdringt auch sauberere Losungen wie die Nutzung von Sonne und Wind
sowie die Steigerung der Energieeffizienz und absolute Energieeinsparung. Diese Losungen sind
von hochster Bedeutung fiir effektiven Klimaschutz. Jedoch verzogern Fracking und eine
ausgedehnte auf Gas basierende Energieinfrastruktur die Verbreitung der sauberen Losungen.

Zweitens entweicht durch Lecks an Bohrstellen und Pipelines mehr Erdgas — und damit mehr von
dem Treibhausgas Methan — als man bisher dachte. Methan ist jedoch ein viel stirkeres
Treibhausgas als zundchst angenommen'. Die Nutzung von Erdgas anstelle anderer fossiler

1  GemiB dem 5. Bericht des Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change (IPCC) von 2013 hat Methan aus der Ol- und Gasforderung gegeniiber
Kohlendioxid einen deutlich stirkeren Treibhauseffekt: Uber einen Zeitraum von 20 Jahren bindet Methan Hitze 87 Mal stirker als
Kohlendioxid und iiber einen Zeitraum von 100 Jahren 36 Mal stirker. Angesichts der drohenden Klima-Kipppunkte sollte sich das Augenmerk
in erster Linie auf den Zeitraum der nichsten 20 Jahre richten. Messungen des aktuellen Methangehalts in der Atmosphire iiber Ol- und
Gasfeldern zeigen viel hohere Emissionen als in den Schatzungen der Industrie auf Basis theoretischer Kalkulationen angegeben.



Brennstoffe flihrt daher zu einem Anstieg der Methanemissionen, der dem durch die Erdgasnutzung
erwarteten verringerten Kohlendioxidausstof3 ebenbiirtig ist oder ihn sogar iibersteigen konnte.

Drittens: Sieht man von den Problemen der Industrie mit Methan-Leckagen ab und betrachtet man
nur den CO,-AusstoB, so muss man feststellen, dass die Gewinnung und das Verbrennen von
gefracktem Gas deutlich mehr Kohlendioxid freizusetzen drohen als unser Planet ohne
katastrophale Auswirkungen verkraften kann. Um die nicht mehr umkehrbaren Auswirkungen des
Klimawandels zu verhindern, muss fast das gesamte Gas, das durch Fracking gewonnen werden
konnte, unverbrannt im Boden bleiben. Dies gilt auch dann, wenn gleichzeitig weltweit
MaRBnahmen ergriffen werden, um den Ol- und Kohleverbrauch zu senken.

Dieser letzte Punkt wird von der Erkenntnis untermauert, dass bis 2050 hochstens ein Drittel der
bekannten fossilen Brennstoffe gefordert werden diirfen, wenn es eine reale Chance geben soll, die
Erwdrmung unter 2 °C zu halten. Allerdings unterschétzt selbst diese Erkenntnis das Problem in
zwei Punkten:

Erstens basieren die Prognosen nur auf den bekannten Vorrdten — ohne Beriicksichtigung des
Erdgases und Erdols, das mit Fracking gewonnen werden soll und ohne das Ol aus der Arktis sowie
aus Olsanden, deren Gewinnung jetzt voranschreitet. Diese gesamten fossilen Brennstoffe miissen
jedoch fast vollstdndig im Boden bleiben.

Zweitens stammt die Schitzung der Reserven, die ,,nicht verbrannt werden diirfen”, aus veralteten
wissenschaftlichen Klimaprognosen. Klimaforscher halten inzwischen selbst das Zwei-Grad-Ziel
fur ungeniigend®. Bereits ein Temperaturanstieg von nur 1,5 Grad wiirde zu schwerwiegenden
Auswirkungen fiihren — insbesondere im globalen Siiden.

Ganz einfach ausgedriickt hei3t das: Wenn wir unser Klima stabil und unseren Planeten gesund
erhalten wollen, diirfen wir es uns nicht erlauben, hinsichtlich unseres Energiesystems einen Weg
weiterzugehen, der auf fossilen Brennstoffen beruht. Trotz dieser Tatsache ist es Interessensgruppen
gelungen, viele Regierungen zu Tlberzeugen, dass Schiefergas-Fracking eine effiziente
,Briickentechnologie® auf dem Weg zur hundertprozentigen Nutzung erneuerbarer Energiequellen
sei. Dies ist eine gefdhrliche und vollig falsche Sichtweise. Sie beriicksichtigt weder die hochst
energieintensive Forderung von Ol und Gas mit dieser Technik noch all die anderen oben
geschilderten Nebenwirkungen.

Die Welt steht vor einer Klimakrise, die schon jetzt verheerende Auswirkungen zeigt. Ohne schnelle
GegenmalBnahmen werden diese sich verstirken und katastrophale Ausmafle annehmen. Sich fiir
Fracking zu entscheiden bedeutet Stillstand. Dariiber hinaus verhindert und verzogert es die
Entwicklung nachhaltiger Energiesysteme, die jedermann zur Verfiigung stehen und auf der
effizienten Nutzung sicherer, reichlich vorhandener, erschwinglicher und erneuerbarer
Energiequellen beruhen.

Beim Klimagipfel in Paris muss deutlich gemacht werden, dass die Forderung von Schiefergas,
Tight Gas und Tight Ol sowie Kohleflozgas unter Einsatz von Fracking nicht mit einem zukiinftig
stabilen Weltklima vereinbar ist. Dies gilt auch fiir andere extreme Methoden zur Gewinnung
fossiler Brennstoffe. Wir fordern Sie auf, ein Verbot von Fracking zur Aufsuchung und Gewinnung
von Erdol und Erdgas zu unterstiitzen, sowohl auf nationaler Ebene als auch im Hinblick auf
internationale Vertridge. Bitte machen Sie auf die Notwendigkeit aufmerksam, dass ein Grofiteil der
fossilen Brennstoffe unverbrannt im Boden bleiben muss.
